The value of the grant is $800.00, plus reduced room & board ($45.00 per night), vehicle use (free), and dive tank rental (free) while working at the GRC in the year of the award. There is no limit on the number of times a student may receive an award, however, preference will be given to those who have not been supported in the last three years.  The deadline for application is January 30, 2011. Notice of awards will be sent out in early March 2011.

It will not be necessary to apply for Collecting Permits until after awardees have been selected. In the event that your advisor has a valid permit it is also possible that a new one will not be needed.
